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You have purchased the Renegade Network Marketer and decided that it makes sense…now it 
is time to start putting it all together.  This little series of tasks that I have set you is all about 
keeping it together.  

Over the next few weeks you will be joining no less than 40 affiliate programs, all of which will 
require you to keep a username  and a password .  On top of this, within a few months you will 
be building websites and blogs, these too, will require login details. The next stage of your 
development will see you accessing a multitude of social media sites and forums…you guessed 
it, they too will require you to login. 

There are a couple of choices available; 

 
1. You could scribble them all down in a book as you sign up (that is what I first did!) 
2. You could keep them in an excel spreadsheet and copy and paste the details each time 

(I did that too, better than the book idea but don’t blame me if you get RSI with all of that 
copying and pasting. If you come for acupuncture treatment I will fix it for you though� ). 

3. Or…you could use RoboForm to safely store all of your details and with one click be 
logged into any password protected site that you have stored. 
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So once you have downloaded your trial version of Roboform (http://trs-
training.com/recommends/RoboForm) the first thing you will want to do is setup your 
‘Identities’ . This is going to allow you to fill web forms of sites that you have not previously 
visited. 

Here is how you do that:

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1) When you click on this section on the tool bar, you will get a number of choices, 
Identities will be one, click on that. 

2) Once you do that you will be asked to give the Identity a name, after that you will then be 
able to fill in the rest of your details; address, phone number, email address etc…

Create some folders in the login area so that you can save your websites in the appropriate 
folder for easy access later on. 

 

Click on logins and you will see a link that says, ‘New’.   Click on that and choose folder.  I would 
create a number of folders to begin with such as; 

- Renegade Aide Course 
- Affiliate Program 
- Favorite Websites 

And so on…this is going to allow you to find your websites very easy as you build up a large 
collection over the coming months. 

*Each time you come to a new ‘Renegade Aide Course’ page, click the ‘Save’ button and store 
that page in the Renegade Aide Course folder.  You can name each page Renegade Aide Step 
#1, Step #2 and so on.  This will allow you to go back to these pages very easily later on. 

Perhaps go over to the Renegade Network Marketer back end login page 
http://therenegadesystem.com and enter your username and password and store that in the 
appropriate folder.  You will then be on your way. 
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No problem, here is how you do that; 

Go to the renegade system website and log in. You will need to provide your Order 
ID/Username and Password which Ann Sieg emailed to you after you purchased her e-book. It 
is also located in your downloaded e-book at the end of the last chapter. 

Once logged in, you should see the Quick Start Guide.  Look at the links at the top of the page. 
If any are "gray", then it means that you have not gone into your Account to sign up as a 
Renegade Affiliate yet. (See Below.) 

 

 
 

 

It is easy to sign up as a Renegade Affiliate. Click on My Account  at the top of the page to 
complete the Affiliate Sign-up Form. The screen will look like this below:  
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1If you are an Aussie or from outside the US, the process is slightly different.  
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Once you Update Your Account by filling in all of the necessary information, selecting a unique 
subdomain name, and "Accepting" the Terms & Conditions, you will instantly be given unique 
"URLs" or web addresses that take people to Ann's websites, where she promotes "The 7 Great 
Lies of Network Marketing" and The Renegade Network Marketer. 
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Your unique URL is electronically linked to you, and can be found on the Quick Start page, 
under Step 3.   

 

 

 
 
My link has my name in the URL, but yours will have the word that you choose. (Note: Many 
people choose their name. Many prefer to use a more generic word. There is no "right or wrong" 
so choose what makes sense to you.) 

Your URL can now be copied and used on your newsletter, signature line of your email, 
personal website, etc. 

When someone purchases the book from Ann Sieg, the sale is electronically linked to you. Ann 
Sieg gives you 50% of her proceeds from the book, which is $33.50 in your pocket!  

But that's not all. It gets even better! 

Ann also automatically (and immediately) sends you the purchaser's contact information. They 
become YOUR prospect! 

The person who purchases this book through your link is an extremely qualified lead for you! 
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Why? 

People who purchase The Renegade Network Marketer a re either:   

In a network marketing company or are LOOKING for a network marketing company to join.  

Now you may contact them to thank them for purchasing the book, and introduce yourself and 
give them great value by providing a variety of great tools and resources with which you are 
affiliated -- see below. (And if they are looking for a network marketing company to join, you can 
teach them all about yours!)  
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If you have reached this point without too much trouble, that is great.  Take the time to copy and 
paste your Renegade Affiliate links into your RoboForm notes section of The Renegade System 
‘Passcard’. 

When you are logged into the Renegade System, you will see a tab in your RoboForm toolbar 
with the name that you assigned to this site.   

 

 

If you hover your cursor above that tab, you will see an option that says, ‘Edit’.  Click on that and 
you will see a drop down box with the option to ‘Add a Note’ click on that and add your 
Renegade Affiliate links to that for quick and easy access.   

I recommend doing this for each affiliate program that you join…there is going to be a lot of 
these.  Let’s leave the arduous task of signing up for all of those affiliate programs for another 
day though. 
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Or is that Oprius? Yes I thought so. This again is a 30 day free trial.  I am convinced that you 
are going to be impressed by this system.  There are a lot of very neat features with this 
software but to get started there are just a few things that you have to do.  It should only take 
you about 15 minutes to setup.

When you first sign up for your trial account, choose a username that you might like to use for 
an email address (your username will by default become your Oprius email address).  It doesn’t 
matter that much as you will be able to setup the system to allow you to send email from within 
Oprius using your existing email addresses, which leads us to task number one! 
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On the upper right hand section of your screen you will see a little spanner icon, click on that. 

Once you click on the email icon you will be able to setup your email to come into your Oprius 
inbox.  It is all very intuitive and you will see that there are videos on each section to help you.

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When you click on the areas shown in the image below, you will get detailed instructions on how 
to set everything up.  You will also notice that I have underlined the ‘Stored Email’ link as well 
(see below).  This is where you store email that you will be sending out on a regular basis so 
that you don’t have to keep typing them each time…very handy indeed. 
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The last little task that you can now do is to click your ‘Email’ icon on the very top left of your 
screen.  Here is what you will see; 
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Click on the ‘Create Folder’ button so that you can segment your emails. 

 

 

 

Each time you get an email from me, you will now be able to file it in the Renegade Aide Course 
folder that you have created.  You can do this by checking the box next to the email and then 
going to the ‘Choose Action’ dropdown box in the upper right of your screen. 

Each section within Oprius has a short video showing you how to use it  and so if you just play 
around over the next few days, I am sure most of it you will work out for yourself. 
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Congratulations, you are all set.  This is really going to make your life much easier as you start 
to move forward with setting up your affiliate links in the backend. 

If you find yourself twiddling your thumbs waiting for the next allotment of The Renegade Aide 
Course to come, you could go over to my good friend McKay Earl’s website and watch some of 
the FREE videos he has on offer. McKay has a course called the 90 Day Marketer; it is 
specifically designed for Renegade Network Marketers.
