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Don’t worry…you are not in trouble or anything like that.  There are a couple of reasons why you 
may have found this course;

*If someone else is your affiliate parent, and you would like to get your hands on the rest 
of my course, than I am afraid you will have to purchase it at the small cost of $67. You

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By now I hope you have both Roboform and Oprius and are starting to get comfortable with 
them…they are both about to get a major workout. 

There is a very simple formula in Internet and affiliate marketing.   You attract traffic through 
content you write on your website or articles, offer those visitors something in exchange for the 
person’s name and email address and then provide them with follow-up information that is also 
of value.  Actually this is exactly the process that you came through to get this course, I sure 
hope you are finding it valuable� . 
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The valuable FREE report that you are going to offer people on your landing page is going to be 
The 7 Great Lies of Network Marketing.  Once a visitor has downloaded the free ebook from 
you, the next step is to follow up with a series of emails to encourage that person to purchase 
The Renegade Network Marketer ebook, this is your ‘Call To Action’ as it is known in the 
marketing world.  Any good sales page will have one and only one call to action, if there are too 
many choices your visitor may get confused.  

There is a series of 9 emails, spaced out over 56 days that I am going to pass on to you in the 
next module of the course. These emails are written with one specific purpose, to encourage a 7 
Great Lies of Network Marketing prospect to take the next step and purchase the Renegade 
Network Marketer ($33.50 for you & a highly qualified lead delivered to your doorstep). 

In the very first email that you send to someone, you will need to give them the download link so 
that they can get their report that you offered them on your landing page. 
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          Good question!  It is actually housed on the Renegade System website 
and so you will need to get the download link for your particular version 
of the ebook.  The one that has your links and contact info’ embedded 
into it. 

   Am I allowed to do this? 

   Yep, you sure are!  It is your ebook to do whatever you like with, even 
sell it if you like (everyone is giving it away so I don’t like your chances but you never know).  
Free reports like this are almost always offered in exchange for contact details by marketers.  I 
have heard it referred to as an ethical bribe, if there is such a thing.  I have seen people just 
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offering the straight download link to The 7 Great Lies of Network Marketing on the ’net, but for 
the most part it is used as an incentive to get people to give you their contact details (first name 
and email address only) and permission to correspond with them. 
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Here is what you do; 

1. Login to your Renegade back end account http://therenegadesystem.com and go to the 
‘Quick Start’  section.  There you will see your link for The 7 Great Lies of Network 
Marketing. 

2. Click on your link and go to your own landing page provided by the Renegade System. 
Fill in your name and email address that you are using for your Oprius account. 

3. Next go to your inbox and check to see that you have a ‘Confirmation email’  from Ann 
Sieg and confirm your subscription to your own 7 Great Lies. 

4. Go to the ‘Manage Folders’  section found in your email area of Oprius and create a 
folder called ‘The 7 Great Lies – Emails Series’. 

5. Whenever you get an email from The Renegade System about the 7 Great Lies, store it 
in that folder.  The very first email after you confirm is going to be your most important 
one because it will have your download link for the ebook in it. This is the link that you 
will pass on to people when you send them your very first email after they opt-in to your 
mailing list. 
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You may have noticed that there was a link in the email that came with this module of The 
Renegade Aide Course…that is all of the html code that you are going to need to create your 
own sharp looking landing pages within Oprius. 

I have created a video for you to watch that outlines the whole process from start to finish. Once 
you have watched that, you will be ready to build your own landing page (it is just over 10 
minutes long). 

There was one important detail that I forgot to mention in that video and so I will outline that 
here.  Please come back here after watching the video and complete this step first.

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When someone signs up to receive email through your autoresponder (within Oprius), they will 
need to be placed automatically in a group, here is how you do that; 

1. Go to the ‘Spanner’ icon in your Oprius account found in the upper right hand section of 
your screen and click on the ‘Group Preferences’ 
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2. From here you will be able to add groups to your list. You will want to name the group 
‘The 7 Great Lies Prospects’ 
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It is time to start building your landing page.  I reckon if you take it very slow, you will have it 
done within 20 minutes…so here goes.�

 
1. Go to the ‘Contacts’  icon and then click on the ‘Lead Capture’  icon 

 

 

1. Scroll down to the bottom of the page and click on ‘Create New’ 
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2. Add the name of your lead capture page: The 7 Great Lies of Network Marketing  
 

 

 

 

3. Select a template – it must be the same as the one I have used so scroll all the way to 
the bottom and select the red one. 
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4. Change where it says ‘Home’ to The 7 Great Lies of…(this will show up in the web 
browsers tab) and then click on Add Page 

 

 

 

5. Next click on ‘Source’.  
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6. The next thing you will need to do is get the link in the email that I sent you and 
download that file to your PC where you will be able to find it, perhaps on your desktop.  
In Oprius the links are often not active and so you will need to highlight it, copy it, paste it 
into the address bar in a new browser window (Ctrl+T) and then hit Enter.  The dialog 
box below is what you should see. 
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7. To unzip a folder, right click and choose the unzip option.  It will then look like this. 
Double click on the unzipped folder. 

 

 

8. Select the ‘Main Landing Page’ file and double click to open. 
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9. It looks a bit scary but don’t worry, press on.  Simply put your cursor somewhere in that 
page and hit the keys Ctrl + A and the whole document will be highlighted. Next Ctrl+C 
to copy. 
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10. Go back to Oprius and put your cursor in the area where you see all of the text (you 
must have clicked on the ‘Source’  button, you will see all sorts of funny looking code) 
and hit Ctrl+A once again, this should highlight all of the text within.  The last thing to do 
is Ctrl+V, this will paste the code that you copied from the text document.  Now you can 
click on the ‘Source’ button again and you will see that you have a landing page ready 
to go! 
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11. Next hit the ‘Preview’  button at the bottom of the left hand corner of the screen and this 
is what you should see. 

�
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There is a little bit more work to do though.  You need to create the Thank You page and 
configure the Opt-in form.  That will be a snap but first be sure to save what you have done and 
then you will get back to the main page with the three choices on it. 
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There are a couple of sneaky little things to be aware of here but for the most part it is fairly 
straight forward. 

1. Click on the ‘Add Form’  button 
2. You will see in the screenshot below that there are a number of things you will need to 

do.  When you put a tick in the box where it is marked 3, send a Permission Request , a 
separate window will open up asking you to put in some text.  If you go back to the folder 
that you unzipped you will find a text doc’ named ‘Opt-in Form Permission text’ .  You 
can just copy and paste that making sure you add your own name at the bottom. 
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3.  
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From steps 5 through to 8 are needed because generally an opt-in page will only ask for the first 
name and email address of the visitor, any more and they may take off and not opt-in. 

Once you have done all of this, it is time to build the Thank You page and then you are done. 
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The Thank You page is quite important as this is a place where you can give some specific 
instructions about downloading the free report that you are offering.  If you don’t do this, some 
people may not know to go to their inbox and check for a confirmation email. 
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This is pretty much the same process as making the landing page.   

1. You will click on the ‘Add Thanks’.  
2. Go to the ‘Source’  button.  
3.  Zip over to the folder with the four files in it and open the ‘Thank You Page Code’ .  

Copy that just as you did with the other one  
4. Go back over to the source code area within Oprius, highlight it all and paste the code 

you just copied in there. 
5. Now click on ‘Source’  again and read through the text and personalize any details that 

you need to.  You will see my picture right at the bottom of the page, right click and 
follow the ‘Image Properties’ link.  When the window opens up, you will need to 
highlight and delete the url that is showing and then click ‘Upload’ 
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You will then be able to browse into your PC and choose a picture of yourself.  Once you find a 
picture, double click on it and then click the upload button. 

6. Once you have done this you click ‘save’ , and you are now ready to publish your first 
landing page! 
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1. Click on ‘Publish Site’ 
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2. You will be asked if you want to purchase a domain name but you should just decline as 
I will show you how to do that later for much less. 
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So now you have a url that leads to your very own opt-in page.  This is going to be the address 
that you give to people instead of your Renegade System affiliate link.  You will now have total 
control over what messages are sent out to your prospects. 
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You are almost there, but not quite.  Don’t give anyone this link just yet , we need to setup 
your autoresponder mailing sequence, but I think we have done just about enough of that for 
one day.  You will get the next part of this job in your inbox over the next few days.  It will be a 
piece of cake of this one. 
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I am glad you asked, affiliate program sign-ups.  This is by far the least glamorous job of the 
whole deal but…if you want to make commissions, it has to be done.  If you go into your 
Renegade System back office and click on the ‘My Account’  tab, you will see a link to ‘Back 
End Affiliates’  There is a detailed explanation of the affiliate program there and you will find 
that each and every affiliate program has a video showing you how to sign up as well as a PDF 
document with step by step instructions. 

You could go through and do them all at once but you will most likely end up with a headache 
and stiff shoulders.  I would set 30 minutes aside each day and just do one at a time.  There is 
no rush as it will be a little while until you are in full traffic generation mode in any case. 

You will also find that there are a few affiliate programs that you have to pay for.  I would not 
worry about those for now.  When you get to the point of being able to use these programs in 
your marketing, then they will be worthwhile, until then just skip ‘em. 
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It is less than a week since you started the Renegade First Aide Course and if you have 
followed the steps I have laid out for you, than you would have already achieved a great deal 
more than the average person who purchases the Renegade  Network Marketer ebook.  

Many people buy it, read it and leave it sitting on their hard-drive 
to collect dust.  This is partly because there is too much to offer 
on the ‘net and they are already rushing off to buy the next 
ebook that is going to be the ‘magic bullet’  (the only thing 
magic about it is that people continue to waste their time and 
money) and partly because they don’t have an plan of action 
laid out for them and so they do 20 things at once and just get 
confused rather than staying focused on the job at hand. 

I have set this course out so that you can achieve tiny little steps 
along the way.  In a few months from now you will look back at 

how far you have come in disbelief! 

 While some that started before you will still be complaining that “Internet marketing is too 
hard” , you will be actually doing it with consummate ease.  In fact, if you follow The Renegade 
First Aide Course right through, within a few short months you will be telling people that Internet 
marketing is “as easy as falling of a log”.
